Advante information has it that time and 
place for the meeting is 7:00 p.m. in the 
Fairfax County Courthouse main courtroom, 
but Vie advise confir ming this by consult ­
ing local pape rs later this month. 

The new budget, as proposed, 'would call 
for a tax rate of ~p 3 065 pe r ~lOO of as­
se ssed value--an increase of 40 cents 
over the present rate, Sixteen cents of 
the increase vlould go to pay tile school 
cons t r uction debt and r elated interest. 
Nine cents lIjould provide capital out­
l ays for parks, buildi n s , libraries; 
storm drainage , etc . El even cents 
\IIould help pay for school i !1struction 
and expans ion of fac :;" lities recplired by 
the last year1s 10% inc ~ease in student 
populati on (co~t ld on page 210
