four-page monthly bulletin mc;s;j::~ . of.--"'£he resi­
dents received1lmost of the time.1I 

For a good uhile, Association members had 
suggested thQt the Nensletle'r---be --pll.'t . on a 
self-supporting basis<J.nd tha.t its delivery 
by mail, rather than by the District Repre­
sentatives or (later) by Cub Scouts, might: ­
provide more reliable and complete distribu­
tion nith less effort.' Othe rs suggested in­
clusion of nevIS about community groups other 
than the Association. 

As ne tool( over the ' editorship, Chuck Lel'Jis, 
then beginning the second of his tno short 
terms as Association President, suggested ne 
look into the self-supporting and mail del-:­
i very ideas. Follor.ring through~ "' 1're . found .. 
that our old duplicator nas inadequate to 
handleei ther the volume or quality of pro­
duction required to carry advertising, nhich 
nould have put the paper on a sEilf-support­
ing basis. \Ie also found that mailing costs 
increased distribution costs tos,lJ.ch _an ex­
tent as to be prohibitive nitholit suostan':"" 
tial support through advertising. 

Consequently, He shelved these ideas and 
turned to nri ting, editing and printing the 
Nei'!sletter for that AssociaU,gn yeer. 1.1i th 
a lot of help on the productiarland distri:':" 
bution side from Lee 1Jahl, Hans Eoses, the 
Cubs illld a number of others, ne managed to 
get out the year 1 s ten editions. These ran 
tuo to five pages each and covered most 
Association nens, rJith a fen odd items nOn 
and then on other activities. 

Our experience rJith the Association 1 s anti ­
quated duplicator and 1"Jl th distribution 
foul-ups rn.1en the Cubs couldn 1 t make deli v­
ery in bad 1;reather nere so frustratinG ne 
rrere soon ready to thron in ~the sponge. In­
stead, Vie nere given perr.ri.ssion by the Asso­
ciation to look into replacing the duplica­
tor at reasonable price--a task at \'Thich ne

(l'JevJSletter - Cont'd. from p. 2) 
spent many cdd hours during the vlinter of 
, 57-58. 

By early spring, l1e located a new machine 
capable of prcducing good printed matter, 
illustrations and advertising copy and con­
vertable to motorized operation. The mach­
ine ".ras successfully tested in production 
of our Liarch '58 edi tion. ~ ;i th contribu­
tions of $100 by the local Teen Club and 
8150 by the Association, the duplicator Vias 
purchased and put to work for the b2.1ance of 
the year. 

The cost of prcduction for the year, exclus­
ive of the nen duplicator, 'was about :.?320-­
all of v.t:lich came direc tly out of the Assoc­
iation's modest tre2.sury. This, together 
rli th our distribution problems, made it ob­
vious that the paper had either to be cut 
back drastically in coverage or circulation, 
or put on a self-supporting, mail-delivery 
basis. 

Firmly convinced the Nevrsletter 1.-Ias capable 
of useful community service, ",oe volunteered 
to continue editing the paper and to try to 
make itself-sustaining during the 1958-59 
ye<.l.r. By late summer' 58, VIe came up "lith 
a plan to do this. 'The plan, together ni th 
a ~nOO budget, to be repaid entirely by ad­
vertising revenue, nas submitted to and ap­
proved by the Association's general member­
ship. In ~ddition, the membership authoriz­
ed ::~50 to motorize the duplicator. 

'The story from there on, except for its fin­
ancialaspects has been spelled out month-by­
month by the Newsletter's last 10 editions. 
Although it VAll be partially incomplete un­
til sometime in June or early July, the fin­
ancial story is encouraging. Though expend­
atures I'Jill have exceeded our budget ( (;850 
to ;-;;900), ~nd despite a late start in ad ver­
tising, present indications are that our rev­
enues will balance our costs just about 
evenly. 

Considering expenses last year or even the 
year before, the saving on this year's oper­
ation is equal to or more than the cost of 
the nen duplicator. In addition, residents 
have continued to receive ' ·.Ihat ne hope is an 
improved paper at no cost either to them­
selves or the Association. It provided ex­
panded coverage by includj.ng nens of a number, 
though by no means enough, of our other com­
munity groups and activities. And, in addi­
tion, it gave our advertisers a service at 

. the 10,'Jest possible cost fo r the quaE ty and 
circulation volume received. 

\Jhy do we put this brief history of the NeVls­
let ter on the record? Some vull say it's 
only a matter of chest-beating on the part 
of tbis editor. l.-:ell, vie're immodest enough 
to admit that, in part, this is true. The 
real credi t, hoy.;ever, goes to the nearly 
half-a-hundred individuals in our community 
who, \~rorking together in small nays and 
large, made this year's Newsletter a more 
than moderate success--and v.d.thout ,'Thom any 
achievement on our part vTOuld have been an 
absolut~ impossibilitv. 

No, our main purposes here are threefold: 
First and foremost, we've tried to preserve 
at least a sketchy outline of the Ne'.'Is­
letter's gradual development over the years 
as tangible evidence of the effectiveness of 
voluntary co~munity effort and cooperation. 
Second, vre' ve presented the material as a 
tribute to those 'who made this progress pos­
sible. And, third, we've tried to ShOYI how 
each succeeding editor and staff, building 
slovvly on the acc omplishments of their pre­
decessors and applying the many valuable 
suggestions put forth by friends and co~ 
workers, have managed to improve the paper a 
little each year as an instrument of signif­
icant communi~y service. 

1:e also hope that someone reading this ,rill 

consider offering to manage the Nevrsletter 

during the year ahead.
