FAIRFAX COUNTY POLICE SERVICE - Featured at this month I s Association meeting v!ill bea 
talk by Fairfax County Police Chief, IJajor 1,:illiam L . Durer. Liajor Durer will tell us 
of the services his department presently provides Pimmit Hills and of the types of police ,.• 
problems most frequently encountered by ~he department in this area. The t::l.lk 1',111 ,be , 
followed by a question and ans\'ler period which vrill give us an opportunity tociar'ify 
questions about police service and make ;il101'm to l:iajor Dure r any desire VIe may have for 
other or increased services. 

Foremost among service improvements VIe feel should be considered is a sUbstantial increase 
in'-poiice patrol through the COJYffiuni ty. Few areas ni th our population of approximately . 
6,OCO, we believe, are (or at least should be) vrithout a full-time, I round the clock 
patrol; yet ours is. The principal reason for advocating a full-time patrol is the hope 
of preventing serious accidents and crimes before they occur, not simply apprehending 
lawbreakers after the fact. · . 

Fortunately, the only "criminal element" of even minor consequence we seem to have in 
our midst ' at the moment appears to be our kids. (Most complaints reaching Association 
officers so far concern vandalism, hot-roding and the like, and virtually nothing of a 
really Ilprofessional" caliber.) But with the ever increasing proportion of these volatile 
juveniles in our population, we may logically expect a parelleling increase in the nwnber 
and (unless curbed) seriousness of juvenile violations in the years i 'mmediately ahead • . 

Complaints to the Assoc iation about the more serious misdeeds of our children are generally 
accompanied by inquiries as to IIwhat the Association intends to do about it." Now the 
Assoc iation is by no means omnipotent, but there are several things ne can do. The first 
is to urge support and participation in our efforts tovIard establishment of a cOITffiunity 
center to provide a central, supervised recreational facility in nhich our kids may find 
constructive outlets for their energies and interests. The second thing is to remind 
parents to try, as much as possible, to know at all times vrhere their children are and 
what they are doing and to train them that their freedom carries vrith it the responsi­
bility for proper social behavior and respect for the rights and property of others. 
The third is to remind all residents to eliminate unnecessary temptation to pranks and 
crimes by using normal safeguards on their property through locking houses and cars while 
unoccupied, being alert to prowlers and vandals, and reporting illegal acts to proper 
authorities--parents or police as appropriate--as soon as possible after their occurence. 



Each of these _~hings the Association has done through the~9iCl,oLits -Newsletter;:- ­
generarmeetings~ ® ,d, commi tteeactivities. ' The third action, non proposed, is to rrc:i­
vide "greater understanding between the county police authority' and residents of the 
others! needs and problems, and of the methods by nhich oUr'm.ytual aims may be realized. 
In this respect, ne. a,gain urge consideration of our PT'oposal for more frequent patrols, 
incirder to 'provide us I'li th more adequate protection of our property and, 'aider sur­
veillance over our children, so that we may stop serious lawlessne ss before it beings. 

',Jhether you agree or disagree vii th our proposal, werre sure younill find Major Durer!s 
discussion informative and useful and hope you!ll be sure to hear him and voice yo ur 
opinion on this and other matters to be taken up at the meeting" " , 

ORGANIZATION AND GOVERNl.JENT OF COil-IUNITY CENTER COB.PORATION- Another topic at this 
month I s meeting nill be a presentation by attorneys Julius Lleier and James 1" hytock of 
possible forms and IT.ethods of organization and Government for the proposed non-profit 
cOJl1munity center corporation. The men expect t,o outline various alternatives and the 
possible implications of each in terms of the corporation!s operation and its responsive­
ness to the community! s requirements. On the basis of the presentation, ilssociation 
members VJill be called on to decide as to the form they believe the corporation should 
takE~. , This being decided, 1Jir. '!hytock and lvir. i:ieier have agreed to draft the legal instru­

'ments necessary to request the state! s corporat i on commission to authorize incorporation. 

AGE LIMITS FOR TEEN CLUB DANCES - The l ocal teen club t s officers have asked that parents 
be inf ormed of agelitnits at the clubts vreekly Saturday night dances . The minimum age 
for admission to the hops is 12 for girls, 14 for boys . A number of younger fry have 
been showing up lately, minus parental e scort , ' saying they c ouldn t t go home because, ' 
their parents "Jere out . The ' club assurr.es the children and their parents vre re unaware 
of the minimum age requirement and hopes this reminder will help correct the misunder- ' 
standings in, the future. 

SNOl1 REl:OVAL - Association President, JohnShacochis, received an enormous ' number of 
phone ca,Us folloning the recent blizzard asking \'rhat could be done to clear roads in 
the cOIl1munity. John asks that, in reply to callers and many o t hers uho must have 
pondered about our predicament, we reprint the following fr om the February 22 edition 
of the Fairfax NevJsletter: 

II A Mighty Try - And VIhy couldn t t you drive out of your sub-division by Tuesday 
morning? Or down the lane to a State secondary route, to reach a main highway? Fairfax 
County has 160 miles of primary highvJays, 800 miles of secondary roads v/ithin its borders. 
It takes a lot of ,time and equiprr.entto clear 12 to 18 'inches of sno'!! off , that' much 
roadway. That :is, under ordinary conditions it vlOuld take a lot of time and manpower. 
But what made this storm particul arly tough was that over and over again highways had 
to be cleared and recleared nhen drifting sno,'1 uould bury a lane almost before , it coul d 
be put in use. 

, liThe Highway Department supplemented its OViD equiprr.ent ',;.Jith that brought in from 
other areas, and rented ,many heavy pieces of equipment from private concerns vrhich had 
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it available. Even so, the task ViaS monwnental. County Executive Liassey told the Board 
a committee met daily to coordinate plans not only for the snow removal but for handling 
the many emergencies which began to pop almost immediately. 

IISnow plows, jeeps, tractors, fire tracks, ambulances, heli-coptors--and in some 
instances, rescue · by foot--all of these VJere put ·to use to aid maroon~d families. The 
county police served as a clearing house for emergency aid calls,. checked them out, 
and the necessary agencies v.rent into action to bring relief. . 

IIRoads in Fairfax Countyare·not the responsibility of .the county, nor does Fairfax 
have a 'snow removal' fund to cushion the sort of task it faced this vJeek. But from 
the report to the Board of the County Executive, it s.ounds as thol,l.gh all hands did all 
they could--and a little bit more--to pullout of the drifts. The Board recognized their 
efforts nith a formal resolution of cOI]'fJ8ndation, including in their recognition I the 
people for their patience.' II 

~FAIRFAX PARENTS INSTITUTE - The George 1!ashington University vrill hold an institute for 
parents on five successive Tuesdays from 7:30 to 10:00 p.m. beginning April 8th at the 
Graham Road Elementary School, Graham Road and Arlington Blvd. Classes dealing rrith the 
folloWing" areas of study nill be given: . (1) helping· parents understand the role of the 
elementary school in the education of our children; (2) the place of the adolescent in 
the family; (3) the place of the parent, the teacher, and the pupil in the educational 
process; and (4) pupi:levaluation--tests, and measurements, grading, reporting and their 
uses and value in our educational system. 

The classes vrill be preceded by four general lecture sessions and will be conducted by 
a nwnber of highly qualified educators rlho are \'Iell informed on school systems through­
out the nation--particularly those of Virginia and the :lashington, D. C. metropolitan 
area, including Fairfax County .. The instructors are especially . anxious. to be of assist­
ance to parents in connection nith specific questions and problems.
