COUNTY BUDGET 


Each April the Fai r fax: County Federation 
of Citizen ' s ssociati ons takes a stand 
on t he pr oposed Co unty Budge t . This 
year \'las no excepti on . 

The school bud et claimed major atten­
ti on of Federati on members \,ho are dedi­
cated to a vigorous pr ogram of school 
i mprovement . The Federation supported 
t he proposed de crease in elementary 
school pupil- teacher rat io, the capital 
outlay proposals for school constructi on , 
and the proposed increase in teachers 
sala ries (inc l uding the controve rsial 
l ongevity steps provision) . The last 
point was passed only afte r a heated de ­
bate . The longevity provision vras pass ­
ed because, in principle , the Fede ration 
cannot afford to pl ace itself in oppos­
i t i on to measures ':thich benefit the 
school system of t he County . 

The rr.e mbers of the Feder2ticn have long 
ago f aced up to the fact that , if we vrant 
i mprovement s in count y services, . ve have 
t o be vJilling to pay for t hem . There­
fo re , the Federat i on supported the pro­
posed plans for const ruction of a li­
brary a~d police headquarters buildings 
in the county . By the Sffine reasoning, 
the Federation strongly urged that the 
County buy l and now for fu.ture park 
need s . 

The r oup also came out f or a sound and 
a more conservati ve fi scdl policy . It 
recommended th- t short-lived expenses 
should be strictly on a pay- as-you- go 
basi s and that the County should borrow 
money only f or long- r ange capital i tems .

The use of editors, rathe r than I~­
porters is s uggested to minimize demands on 
the se people ot he r than f or editorial re­
view and some r e - wri t e 'work . 

I n t his V/B.y it is hoped that the ' ssoc ia­
tien 's public relati ons organizati on can 
be of posi tive assis tance t o the entire 
commurli ty , r ather t han r e stricted to
