CONSTITUTION 


ARTICLE I NAME 

'lhe name of this Association shall be "The Pimmit Hills Citizens' Association". 

ARTICLE II PURPOSE 

a. 'lhe purpose of this Association is to promote and advance canmWli. ty wel­
fare; to strive to perpetuate this community as a residential center; to give spe­
cial attention to the prOOloticn of public improvements such as safety, educational, 
recreational, social, and cultural programs; and to cooperate with organizatLons of 
a similar purpose. 

b. In its activities the Association shall be strictly non-partisan, non­
sectarian, and nori-political.. Further, no collective stand in the name of this 
Association shall be taken on any issue on which a state or county referendum is 
scheduled, except that the results of a poll of the membership on any question m~ 
be announced as the collective position of this Association. A poll of the mem­
bership shall be conducted a.s specified in the By-Lays. 

ARTICLE III 1.E1iBERSHIP 

a. All residents in and non resident property owners of Pimmit Hills and 
areas adjacent thereto, 18 years of age or more, shall be elegible for membership 
in this Association. 

b. Only members in good standing as defined in the By-Laws shall exercise the 
rights of membership. 

ARTICLE IV OFFICERS 

a. The officers of this Association shall be a President, Vice President, one 
Regional Vice President for each of the several regions defined in the By-Laws, Sec­
retary, and Treasurer. The duties of the officers shall be such as usually pertain 
to their respective offices and as herein defined. 

b. The President shall preside at all meetings of the membership and officers. 
He shall appoint all committees and appointive officers not otherwise provided for 
herein and shall be an ex-officio member of all committees except the nominating 
committee. He shall cast no open vote at any meeting of the membership except to 
break a tie vote. 

c. The Vice President shall preside at all meetings and functions of the Asso­
ciation in the absence of the President. In case of resignation, death, or other 
disability of the President, t he Vice Presi dent automat i cally shall become President 
for the unexpired term. The Vice President shall be a delegate of the Association 
to all federations, organizations, or conferences of civic groups to which the As­
sociation belongs or decides to send representatives. Should more than one delegate 
to any such group be required the Vice President shall be chairman of the delegation. 

d. The Secretary shall keep a roll of the officers, committee members, ap­
pointive officers and members in good standing of the Association; shall keep the 



minutes of the meetings, issue publications of the Association and official notices, 

and gather and preserve all written records of the Association. 


e. The Treasurer shall collect and receive all monies for the Association and 

maintain the funds and records pertaining thereto in strict accordance with the pro­

cedures prescribed in the By-Laws . lie shall make no di sb ursements fran the Associa­

tion I s funds except for purposes approved by the membership and in accordance with 

the Conetitution and By-Laws. 


f. The Regional Vice Presidents shall serve as members of the Executive Com­

mittee. Their function shall be to coordinate the activities of the Association SO 


as best to serve the interests of all of the Regions. 


g. The Elective officers of the Association shall act as an Executive Commit­

tee. Their duty shall be to conduct the business of the Association not otherwise 

provided for in the Constitution and By-Laws. 


h. Standing and Special Ccmrni ttees shall be established as defined in the By-

Laws. 


ARTICLE V ELECTIONS 

a. All officers of this Association shall be elected at the Annual Meeting 

for a term of one year. They shall be elected by secret written ballot by a ma­

jority vote of the members in good standing present and voting, provided that in 

case no candidate has a majority, a second vote shall be held between the two can­

didates having the most votes on the first ballot. 


FY 
b. A nominating- committee of a least three persons shall be elected by the 

Executive Committe. The composition of s~a Nominating Committee sha e announc­
ed at the meeting which is two regular meetings prior to the election of any officer 
or officers. Immediately prior to said meeting the -names of the members of the 
Nominating Committee shall be officially published as prescribed in the By-Laws. 

c. The Nominating -Committee shall select one or more elegible candidates for 
each office iDl:e .f!.lled. The selections of the Nominating Conunittee shall be announc­
ed at the meeting which is one regular meeting prior to the election of any offi ­
cer or officers. Immediately prior to said meeting the names of the selections of 
the Nominating Committee shall be officially publis~ed as prescribed in the By-Laws. 
Follo\ung the report of the Nominating Committee, nominations from the floor shall be in 
order. 

d. Unless otherwise herein provided, a special election shall'be held to fill 
any office which becomes vacant. Such election shall be held at the third regular 
meeting following the announcement of the vacancy in the manner prescribed for the 
elect ions at the Annual Meeting. The Executive Committee shall make an interim 
appointment to fill any vacancy until the special election is held. 

e. Each Regional Vice President shall be a resident of the region which he 
represents. They shall be elected only by members residing in the respective re­
gions. At least five votes shall be required to be cast for election as Regional 
Vice President. In the event that either five votes are not cast or there is no 
nominee for said office, . the Executive Committee shall appoint a resident of that 
regioo to fill the office. 



f. Officers may be removed for cause upon a two-thirds vote, provided the 
motion was introduced and seconded at a previous meeting and the officer concern­
ed has had an opportunity to answer the charges in person. 

ARTICLE VI l!ffiETINGS 

a. Regular meetings shall be held monthly except during the months of Ju4' 
and August at a time and place specified in the By-Laws. 

b. The President may call a special meeting at any time, and shall do so upon 
the written request of a majority of the Executive Committee or of a quorum of the 
membership. The Secretary shall send notice of the time, place, and purpose of the 
special meeting to each member, which notice shall reasonably be expected to be re­
ceived at least 24 hours in advance of the special meeting. No business shall be 
transacted at such special meeting except that stated in the notice. 

c. Except as otherwise provided by the Constitution and By-Laws, action on all 
matters brought before meetings shall be determined by a simple majority of the votes 
cast. No meeting shall conduct business unless there is present a quorum as defined 
in the By-Laws. 

d. The rules contained in Robert's Rules of Order, Revised, Seventy-fifth An­
niversary Edition, shall govern this Association in all cases to which they are 
applicable, and in which they are not inconsistent with the Constitution, By-Laws, 
or the standing rules of order of this Association. 

ARTICLE VII AMENDMENT 

This Constitution may be amended by a three-fourth vote of all members present 
and voting at any meeting, provided the proposed amendment shall be submitted in 
writing, proposed and seconded at the previous regular meeting of the Association. 
The Secretary shall furnish copies of the proposed amendment to all members of the 
Association, and the proposed amendment shall be officially published, in a manner 
prescribed· in the By-Laws, at least one week preceding the next regular meeting, at 
which time the vote shall be taken. 



BY-LMB 

SEC TION I LLEhlBERSHIP & DUES 

a. Dues shall be one dollar per person and shall be due annually at the May 

meeting and payable before the September meeting of the Association. 


b. The payment of dues shall entitle persons as described in Article IIl(a) 

of the Constitution to active membership for the fiscal year from June 1 through 

the following May 31, the rights of which shall include the right to vote on all 

questions properly brought before the membership, elegibility for elective or ap­

pointive office in the Association, and the right to participate in all Associa­

tion sponsored activities. 


c. Membership shall be terminated when a member resigns or becomes more than 
,60 days in arrears of dues. 

SECTION II ~ffiETINGS 

a. The regular meetings of the Association shall be held on the first Tuesday 
of each month unless otherwise ordered by the Executive Committee for special and 
necessary reasons, and except as otherwise provided for herein. 

b. The time and place of the regular meeting shall be as set forth in the 

standing rules of the Association. 


c. The Annual Meeting of the Association shall be the regular May meeting. 

d. A quorum shall consist of 35 members of the Association. 

e. The order of Business at meetings shall be as follows : 
1. Reading of the Minutes 
2. Reports of Committees 
3. Addresses and Remarks 
4. Unfinished Business 
5. New Business 
6. Adjournment 

SECTION III FINANCIAL AFFAIRS 

a. The Treasurer shall collect and deposit all Association monies in a local 
Virginia bank that is a member of the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation, ex­
cept that a twenty-five dollar petty cash fund shall be maintained on an impressed 
basis. 

b. All disbursements shall first be approved by the membership at a regular 
or special meeting of the Association, and shall be made by 'check and signed by the 
Treasurer and countersigned by the President or the Vice President. 

c. The annual budget shall be submitted by the Treasurer for the approval of 
,the membership at the regular September meeting of the Association. Approval of 
the budget authorizes disbursements in accordance therewith. 

d. The Treasurer shall maintain the records in accordance with generally 
accepted accounting principals and within the month preceeding the Annual Meeting 
shall submit to the Executive Committee an account of all income and disbursements 
for the preceeding fiscal year. 



SECTION IV COWaT'I'&S AND APPOINTIVE OFFICES 

a. The President shall appoint before the close of the second regular meet­
ing after his election the members of the following Standing Committees: 

1. Public Utilities 
2. Social and Recreation 
3. School 
4. Publicity 
5. Housing and Gardening 
6. Citizenship and Public Affairs 
7. Program - Speakers 

The members of each Standing Committee shall select their respective chairmen. 

b. The President, whenever he deems necessary, shall appoint Special Com­
mittees to further the purposes and most efficiently execute the business of the 
Association. 

c. The President shall appoint a Parliamentarian to assist him in maintain­
ing the proceedings of the Association in keeping with the Constitution and By-Laws 
or "Robert's Rules of Order" which documents shall be inviolable. 

SECTION V GENERAL DEFINITIONS

Region E---Pimmit Hills Subdivision, Section 6, (Eastern end - all homes 
from Hare Rd. through Peabody Drive, inclusive) 

Region F--Pimmit Hills Subdivision, Section 7, and Pimmit View Subdivi­
sion, Sections 1, 2, and 3
