This willowy four-foot grass is 
not hardy here, but can be lifted in 
the fall and kept in a cool basement 
or garage for the winter. 

A fresh new face at the garden 
center belongs to the Million Bells 
(Calibracoa), a miniature version of 
the petunia with trailing tenden­
cies. The sun-loving, afraid-of-no­
drought Vinca (Catharanthus), aka 
Madagascar Periwinkle (but not to 
be confused with Vinca minor), 
comes in more new colors each 
Spring. And the old Geranium has 
certainly gone through a face-lift. 
Look for varieties with colorful fo­
liage such as 'Vancouver Sentinel' 
with its heavy rusty-red zonation 
and bright orange flowers, or 
' Platinum' with its white-rimmed 

leaves and sprays of coral blos­
soms. For shadier pots try one of 
the Mini-Cascade Ivy Geraniums 
(the flowers and foliage are much 
smaller than a regular ivy gera­
nium, but also much more abun­
dant) or the lacy Bacopa with tiny 
lavender or white flowers . Given 
up on the old-fashioned fuchsias 
that die off before you get tired of 
having the kids home for the sum­
mer?

Tree Preservation 

in Pimmit Hills 


Okay, how many of 
you are still using 
those tired old scar­

let geraniums in the pots 
on the patio? And how 
many are filling that 
flower bed with the same 
old impatiens? Wake up, 
folks! With plant expedi­
tions back in vogue and 
advances in plant propaga­
tion, it's a whole new 
world at the garden center 
these days! 

First off, the buzz word is 
" foliage." Think chartreuse, think 
burgundy, think pink! The new 
Coleus (Solenostemon scutellarioides) 
varieties are to die for! They're 
bold, splashy and mostly sun­
tolerant! Use them with impatiens 
and caladiums in the shade, or 
with marigolds and geraniums in 
the sun. Instead of the variegated 
vinca vine, try one of the new 
Sweet Potato Vines (Ipomoea bata­
tus) to cascade color over the rim 
of a pot or planter. For rambunc­
tious lemon-lime foliage to pair 
with bold, hot colors look for the 
variety 'Margarita;' use the deep, 
dark purple 'Blackie' with either 
pastels or bolds; and the modest 
'Pink Frost,' with its soft green 
leaves splashed lavender-pink and 

white, prefers the company of pas­
tel shade lovers. Other trailing 
plants to keep an eye out for are 
the Lotus Vine (Lotus maculatus) 
and the Creeping Dusty Millers 
(Helichnjsum petiolare). The Lotus 
Vine looks like a small gray-green 
asparagus fern and does well in 
bright shade or full sun. The 
Creeping Dusty Miller likes to 
mingle, taking its felted grayish 
foliage politely through other 
plants . This one is available in a 
variegated form, a chartreuse form 
called 'Limelight,' and a miniature 
species (H. microphyllum) . A few 
clumps of the Red Fountain Grass 
(Pennisetum setaceum 'Rubrum') set

values both for individual proper­
ties and collectively for the neigh­
borhood. 

Thanks to the economic growth 
of the region, in recent years we 
have seen a faster turnover of 
properties and the arrival of new­
comers from different cultures. 
While most residents would not 
remove healthy large trees without 
a reason, there is a noticeable and 
accelerating trend toward indis­
criminate large tree removal and 
even clear cutting of entire yards. 

Unlike ordinary plants or small 
trees, removal of old growth is of 
particular concern because of its 
irreplaceable value. It should also 
be noted tha t certain activities 
within one's own property can 
have a significant effect on other 
properties and residents. In that 
sense, indiscriminate destruction of 
substantial natural assets which 
provide a landscape to the neigh­
borhood becomes a concern for the 
entire community and should be 
resisted . 

While many areas and subdivi­
sions, even here in Virginia, have 
restrictive covenants and other reg­
ulations to protect the landscape, 
Pimmit Hills does not. Unfortu­
nately, county and state regula­
tions, which seem to cover every­
thing else in fine detail, do little or 
nothing to protect our trees. The 

few zoning and environmental 
laws that are on the books are sel­
dom enforced. 

Contrary to popular belief, true 
opposition to environmental and 
conservation efforts does not gen­
erally come from freedom-loving 
residents but from well-heeled de­
velopers and large commercial in­
terests with substantial influence 
over the legislative process. No 
help is therefore forthcoming from 
the county or the state any time 
soon, if ever, which means that the 
only way to slow down this de­
structive process is to get involved 
as a community. And this includes 
you because, if you don't make an 
effort to protect your neighbor­
hood, nobody else will. And if you 
are concerned about your individ­
ual rights, this may also be one of 
the best things you can do to pro­
tect your property as well as the 
right to live in a pleasant, green 
and good looking neighborhood.
