Since roofs are one of the most 
dorrlinate features on homes, it's im­
portant that they not only look good 
for curb appeal, but they are doing a 
good job protecting the home. An old 
roof can let in water and insects 
(equals rot!), which can greatly dam­
age a house. Signs to look for in a roof 
that needs to be replaced are curling of 
the shingles, mold and moss growing 
on the roof, shingles that are falling off 
and excessive amount of roof grit in 
the gutters. 

Unless you see the above signs, you 
probably are nowhere near close to 
needing to get new roofing. But if you 
do get your roof professionally looked 
at, be sure to get at least three opin­
ions. Ask friends and neighbors for 
word-of-mouth recommendations on 
contractors that they've used and been 
satisfied with. 

Standard roofs, most common on 
Pimmit Hills homes, are three-tab 
shingles that have a 20 year guarantee. 
More expensive roofs can have a life­
time guarantee. More homes in Pim­
mit Hills are starting to use architec­
tural shakes which have a more depth 
than normal flat shingles. These add 
beauty and value to the house and last 
longer. 

The most important part of getting 
a new roof-or making sure your ex­
isting roof has - is proper ventilation. 
Gable vents most common to Pimmit 
Hills houses are not good enough. Our 
attics get too hot and hwnid which 
eventually can reduce the life of the 
roofing material. Be sure your contrac­
tor installs eave and ridge vents to 
ensure constant convection Ideally, 
roofs should have an overhang with 
venting. The overhang helps keep wa­
ter away from the house. 

Because we live in a neighborhood 
of wonderful large trees, often our 
roofs get stained by the leaves and 
debris. While it looks bad, the best 
thing to do is try to keep the roof gen­
erally free of debris if you can (if you 
can't, that's okay too), especially in 
roof valleys. Pressure washing the roof 
will only cause premature aging of the 
roof. 

With all our trees, it's important to 
keep the gutters clean Gutters full of 
leaves, acorns and debris will allow 
water to get up and under your roof 
and into the walls plus water will not 
drain properly through drain pipes 
but run down the siding of your 
house. And here's a helpful hint: a sign 
your gutters really need help is if you 
have trees and plants growing in 
them!­
